Traditionally, one honoree is
chosen each year by a selection committee consisting of the College of Business Executive Team, the
chair of the College of Business Advisory Board, and a past recipient of the distinguished alumni award.
Nominations are due by February 28th. Recipients must agree to attend the awards presentation in
order to be recognized and receive the award. In the event that a selected recipient cannot attend, the
nominee will be considered for the following year. Please see the restrictions listed on the nomination
form; certain alumni are not eligible for the award.
